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Fatwheels Assembly Instructions

Thank you for purchasing Fatwheels. We are sure you will be very pleased with them. Please read these in-
structions thoroughly before you deicide whether you should install them yourself, or get help from a compe-
tent bicycle mechanic.Remove black plastic protective covers from training wheel axle nuts.

Remove one rear axle nut

from bicycle.

Slide training wheel bracket onto axle as shown. Replace axle nut and tighten securely (2b$) with (usually
15mm) box end wrench. Repeat for opposite side, being careful to maintain proper chain tension and center-
ing of rear wheel in frame.

If you purchased an axle extender, install as shown using a 9/16 inch wrench:

Mount training wheels to brackets at desired height and tighten with 15mm wrenches. (as shown in center photo for
o0Deluxed6 and oUltrad):
