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Fatwheels Outriggers Assembly Instructions 

 

Thank you for purchasing Fatwheels Outriggers! We are sure you will be very pleased with them. 

Please read these instructions thoroughly  before you deicide whether you should install the Outriggers yourself, 

or get help from a competent bicycle mechanic. 

 

Step 1. A statement of the obvious: Unpack the box and check the contents. You should have: 

Right and Left brackets 

Wheels (INFLATE 12óTIRES TO 40 psi, 16ó TIRES TO 60psi) 

(2)      Threaded plugs 

(2)      Crescent washers 

(6)      Sheet metal straps we call òWrap clampsó   

(6)      Slotted 5/16ó bolts with lock nuts and washers 

(1)      Roll of black rubber 

(6)      Square aluminum washers (and some round ones tooñjust in case you need them) 

(4)      1/4ó thick, slotted òLó shaped  spacers  

NOTE: ADDITIONAL/LONGER SPACERS ARE AVAILABLE AT NO ADDITIONAL CHARGE  

You will need a large, flat blade screwdriver,  13mm and 15mm wrenches, (and a helper ð not necessary but 

makes it a lot easier). 

 

Steps 2 and 3. Cut the rubber strip to the lengths of the circumference of the frame tubing. It helps to secure the 

strip with a piece of electrical tape. Multiple layers of the rubber strips may be used to get the holes in the wrap 

clamps to line up. Bend the òwrap clampsó around the frame as shown in the photos:
